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EMINENT DOMAIN
The power to take private property for public use by the state,
municipalities, and private persons or corporations authorized
to exercise functions of public charter.

Eminent Domain is the highest and most exact idea of property
remaining in the government, or in the aggregate of the people
in their sovereign capacity.

In the United States of America, this power is founded in the
fifth Amendment of the Constitution. “..nor shall private
property be taken for public use, without just compensation”.

The courts have in recent cases extended the
above to say that the government has the right
to take private property and give it to
developers for purpose of profit. This perverts
the Constitution. How does the effect our
camp.
