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A Word from the "Ambassador" (Lion that is)

Club Presidents and Secretaries:

Do you know that you and ONLY you can sign an
application for a group to utilize camp Woodsmoke (The
Best)?

Do you know that a group cannot make application to
use Camp Woodsmoke (The Best) unless it has your
signature on the application?

Let's go through the procedure step by step:

1. A qualified group contacts your club about the
availability of Camp Woodsmoke (The Best). Your club
agrees to sponsor the group and they make application to
utilize the Camp. You, as a Club president or secretary
must sign the application. (which by the way makes your
club monetarily responsible for any damage, clean-up fees,
etc. that may be incurred by miss-usage by the group you

sponsored, should the sponsor group default on its
responsibilities. These applications should be submitted at
least 6 months in advance to ensure the dates you want
are available. Alternate dates should be included if
possible.

2. Application is forwarded to: Camp Woodsmoke, 9219 E.
CR 640 N., Greensburg, IN 47240-8573. Telephone
follow-up can be made to (812) 527-2656 or e-mail to:
rvsbcallahan@earthlink.net. You will be notified by
telephone or e-mail that your application has been received
and that you have been scheduled on the dates you have
asked for. If the dates you have asked for are not available
you will be informed of other dates that are currently
available. That should take care of the problem UNLESS
your group gets "bumped" by a higher priority group. OK
you ask, what are the priorities?

1. Special Groups: Include the physically or mentally
challenged and the underprivileged.

2. Official Lions Groups: Clubs, Zones, Regions, Districts
and State.

3: Other Groups: Church, School, youth, business.
Priority 1 Groups will be guaranteed more than 6 weeks in
advance and once guaranteed cannot be bumped.

Priority 2 & 3 Groups will be finalized on a first come-first
serve basis, 6 weeks in advance.

IF a priority 1 group asks for a date that is filled by a priority
2 or 3 group, the latter can be "bumped" or given an
alternate date.

It should be noted that more than one group could utilize
the Camp at the same time. Therefore a mixture of priority
1,2 and 3 groups could find themselves utilizing the Camp
at the same time as long they do not exceed the space
limitations of the Camp.

The Camp fills up fast, especially during the summer and/or
weekends. Space is limited, by facilities available. We, the
Camp trustees and caretakers make every effort to
accommodate as many visitors as we can. But we need
your help. By getting your group applications in EARLY, we
can continue to serve those who most need what we
provide.
